¥ Biweekly, clean lens in center of probe with an alcohol moistened swab‘;“‘s
¥ Do not use if infant is under a radiant warmer ‘\\.

Temperature at the Temporal Artery Area
Gently touch probe to center of forehead

¥ Depress red button, keep depressed

Lightly slide probe over the TA area into hairline

¥ If more convenient, slide from hairline
towards center of forehead

Release button, record temperature

Temperature Behind the Ear
Gently nestle probe on neck behind the ear

¥ Depress red button, keep depressed

Maintain skin contact for 2 seconds

Release button, record temperature
